Notable Achievements Through Martell Funding

ÙMartell Support to Childrens Hospital Los Angeles (CHLA) has dramatically 
reduced the mortality rate for children's neuroblastoma from 80% in 1995 to      
less than 20% today. We continue the fight to reach 0% mortality.

ÙMayo Clinic will begin to treat patients with a virus constructed in a laboratory to  
boost the immune system to treat hormone refractory prostate cancer. This  
work, accomplished with few resources over several years, would have not 
happened without Martell support.

ÙAt Oregon Health Sciences Center, Dr. Brian Druker, who developed Gleevec (the 
first successful targeted agent for effectively treating leukemia) is using Martell   
support to find the selective turn of molecule pathways, one at a time, to 
discover new drugs for blood cancer.

Kevin, Joe & Nick Jonas trace their origins to impromptu concerts in the family
basement in Wycoff , NJ. Encouraged by their always-supportive parents, they
each started getting commercial gigs including roles in Broadway musicals . In
2005 , the trio finally signed their first label deal, but it wasn't until the following
year when they signed with Hollywood Records that the hard work began to pay
off .

The Jonas Brothers are now a global phenomenon and are certified multi -
platinum selling artists! Worldwide, the Jonas Brothers have sold a combined 8.1
million albums, and have garnered a total of 36 gold and platinum album
certifications . Their last two tours were completely sold out and were both
ranked among the top grossing tours in 2008 and 2009 . They were nominated
for Grammy Award for Best New Artist in 2009 and have won multiple domestic
and international music awards, including an American Music Award, as well as
multiple Kids' Choice and Teen Choice awards. They are about to begin
production on season two of their popular Disney Channel Original Series, JONAS,
and are looking forward to touring again soon.
