A unique approach 
 
Martell funds are directed toward novel and early-stage research projects at leading hospitals. We support 

translational research that can be rapidly transitioned from the laboratory to the patient bedside.  We work 

tirelessly to raise money through a series of ongoing national campaigns and signature events leveraging the 

star power of recognized talent in the music and entertainment industries. The T. J. Martell Foundation, one of 

the world’s leading sponsors of innovative research into the treatments and cures of cancer and AIDS, has 

provided more than $225 million to leading research facilities across America.

We encourage our funded scientists to leverage our funds with other larger funding sources, such as the 
National Institute of Health and the National Cancer Institute, and this has resulted in more than $1 billion 
dollars in additional research funding. 

 

Selecting the Best and Encouraging Innovation  

Each year, the T.J. Martell Foundation Scientific Advisory Committee gauges the merits of invited applications 

from the scientific community, using a sophisticated system analogous to the one employed by the National 

Cancer Institute. The advisory committee looks for research projects that show promise of delivering rapid 

results, and this novel approach has paid off. As the process of discovery accelerates, more top scientists and 

researchers worldwide inquire about joining Martell researchers, and better treatments will become available 

even sooner to patients. More lives will be saved and the quality of patients’ lives will be improved because of 

the foundation’s commitment to funding vanguard research. 

 



 
Collaborative and cooperative 

 
We are a non-profit, collaborative organization. All of our researchers contribute to the knowledge of bio-
medical science through peer reviewed publications, presentations at professional meetings and the annual 
Martell Scientific Symposium where all our researchers share their progress. 

 

Notable Recent Achievements 

 T.J. Martell funded the research at Mount Sinai Hospital in New York which created and clinically     
implemented the first “chemo-therapeutic cocktail” treatment for breast cancer. 

 
 The “Gold Standard” of care for treating prostate cancer was developed by a Martell-funded lab at 

Columbia Presbyterian Medical Center. 
 

 Martell support to Children’s Hospital of Los Angeles has dramatically reduced the mortality rate 
for children’s neuroblastoma from 80% in 1995 to less than 30% today. We continue the fight to 
reach 0% mortality. 

 
 In 2005, Martell supported researchers, isolated a “killer” prostate cancer gene (oncogene); work 

has now begun on targeted drugs to turn off this killer gene.

Our efforts are aimed 

directly at saving lives today and tomorrow. We help patients and their families get second opinions, direct 

them to leading hospitals, and provide access to top doctors for treatment.
